Scam safety sessions with Consumer  

Affairs Victoria 

Leah Berliavaz and Luke Bennett from Consumer Affairs Victoria recently 
held three Scam Awareness Sessions at the Library.  Those who attended 
the sessions heard about how common scams have become, with up to 
31,667 scam reports received from Victoria in 2016, with an incredible 
loss of $300 million to scammers by Australians in a single year.    

Scammers are professional criminals. They donôt discriminate, however 
many older Victorians are attractive targets for scammers because they 
often own substantial assets and they are the fastest growing online user 
group in the country. No one expects to be scammed, but anyone can fall 
for one, especially as scams become more sophisticated. If youôre not 
sure if something is an online scam or not, be cautious and consider not 
clicking.  

People affected by a scam are encouraged to talk about how they are 
feeling with family and friends. The more we talk about scams the more 
informed we can become, and the harder it is for scammers to operate. 
Your story can help warn and educate other Victorians about scams.

People are also encouraged to report scams to Consumer Affairs Victoria 
by visiting www.consumer.vic.gov.au/scams or calling 1300 55 81 81.
